Rules P.A.S. Campgrounds 2025

Un-serviced lots — no electric, water or sewage

One RV or Trailer per site
Space for 1 vehicle per site

Camping passes are sold per site, not per person and do not provide admission to
the fair

Each campsite must have one person 18+ onsite. Campsites with only minors will
not be allowed.

No transfers will be permitted.
Camping site are for RV or Trailer — tents are not permitted

Unruly campers will be asked to leave immediately

. Vehicles and RV’S may be subject to a complete and thorough search before entering

campground.
The maximum speed limit throughout the field is 8 km/h

. Quiet hours are from 1 a.m. to 8 a.m. loud noises (including loud voices), running of non-

inverted generators and/or any other type of noises will result in a warning from security.
After a first waning is issued, second offence is getting expelled without any refund.
For safety reasons, roadways must be kept clear at all times.

. All occupants are responsible for keeping their site clean and free of trash. Littering is

prohibited anywhere within the park.
Absolutely no waste water or raw sewage dumping will be tolerated in the field.

. Fires are strictly prohibited at all times during your stay. Only propane gas fireplaces will

be tolerated.

Each RV should be equipped with a working smoke detector.

Glass bottles and other glass containers are not allowed in park. Consider using plastic
cups and the use of cans.

10. Only campers will be allowed to re-enter campground after fair closure (1 a.m.)
11.Security will be on site and doing checkups during the night hours from 11 p.m. to 5 a.m.
